GROUND RULES 4D BARREL RACING 
The barrel race will be two separate races with payoffs.  Awards will be given for the average.  No payoff in average.  

Each barrel race will be limited to 150 entries.  Late entries will be accepted with a $10 late fee only if the 150 entries are 

not reached.  All late entries are cash only.  Race will be a 4D race with half second splits.  Payoff will be equal in each 

division.   
Barrels will be tractor raked after every 8 runs.   Turn outs will not change the draw.   1

st
 barrel race will be drawn.  Same positions for 2

nd
 race.    

Dress code (Hat-Helmet, long sleeve shirt, and boots) will be enforced.   Maximum of three gate calls will be given after which time a contestant 

will be disqualified. An electric eye will be used for all runs. Should the timer fail to function, a rerun will be given after the event or at the show 

manager’s discretion.
